WARNING!! There is a bug in Word 6.  I don't know if it is there in Word 7 in Office 95.  





Two graphic files are stored outside the Word file (N615-1.TIF and N615-2.TIF).  There are links to these files in N615.DOC.  The reason that they are outside is that it makes the overall size *much* smaller.  However, the links Word creates to these files don't always work.  You must open N615.DOC by File Open.  That is, don't open the file by clicking on the name in File Manager or Explorer.  If you don't, then Word will say it can't open the graphics files.  You may also need to do Edit Links after opening the file, and then select each of the graphic files (N615-1.TIF and N615-2 TIF) and click Update Now.  I don't understand this, but the alternative is to include the graphics in the file, and that makes the file four times as long (even compressed).





If Word still can't find the files, you can always re-import them (using Insert Picture).  N615-1.TIF occurs first, immediately followed by N615-2.TIF.  





Sorry for the problem, but the final version of the UI will have (I hope) computer drawn pictures (rather than scanned images) which should be much smaller, and can be included in the file.
