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ITU-T Study Group 9 welcomes the correspondence from the convenor of WG1 concerning the work of JTC1 SC25 on home networks.  We are interested in co-ordinating our work with yours so as to avoid duplication of effort and to achieve the maximum synergy for the benefit of the user.  Before we can make any determination of what this might be, we need to achieve an understanding of each others work program.  To this end, we are attaching a copy of our Question and the current draft of a developing Recommendation on the requirements for home networks in a broadband environment.  We would be most appreciative if you would provide appropriate documentation for our December meeting so that we may best assess how to proceed.  In the mean time, our members are aware of your effort and may participate in the interim meeting of WG1 per the rules of your organization.
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
