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WG 1 has learned that IEC TC 61, Safety Of Household And Similar Electrical Appliances, established an ad hoc working group to investigate remote controls.  This ad hoc working group is specifically addressing control from a distance where the appliance cannot be seen (beyond the range of infrared controllers).  They are considering appliance control via telecommunications or via a local bus.

Some of the issues being investigated by IEC TC  61 have been considered by SC 25/WG 1 in Project 25.01.06, Functional Safety Requirements for Home Electronic System [HES], and Project 25.01.03.02, HES HomeGate: A Residential gateway model for HES. 

Therefore, WG 1 requests that:

1. SC 25 establish a formal liaison with IEC TC 61.

2. SC 25 notify IEC TC 61 of this liaison in advance of the next IEC TC 61 meeting planned for October 28, 2002 in Beijing, China.

The Convenor of SC 25 WG 1 has informal contacts with IEC TC 61 through the Association of Home Appliance Manufacturers, a trade association that includes nearly all manufacturers of large appliances (“white goods”).  Once a formal liaison is established, the WG 1 Convenor will take the following actions:

1. Send TR 14762 Guidelines for Functional Safety to IEC TC 61 in advance of their October 28, 2002 meeting in Beijing, China.

2. Inform IEC TC 61 that SC 25/WG 1 is writing a standard, A Residential gateway model for Home Electronic System relevant to the work of  IEC TC 61.  This proposed standard addresses issues of functional safety incorporated into a residential gateway.  Thus, the residential gateway can implement safety protections for appliances controlled via telecommunications.
