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Liaison letter to ITU-T SG9

Thank you for your Liaison Statement (LS048-09) including Draft New Recommendation J.190; and for the comments (WG1/N1027) from Mr. Dahl, (Rapporteur Q14, ITU-T SG9) regarding Mr. Schmidt’s comments (WG1/N1021) on J.190.

Request for information
Mr. Dahl’s comments state that, “To provide the proper perspective, ITU-T Recommendation J.191 (IP Feature Package to enhance cable modems) needs to be studied in conjunction with J.190.”  Unfortunately J.191 was not included with your original Liaison Statement or with Mr. Dahl’s later comments.  WG1 Requests that you provide J.191 so that WG1 participants may fully understand the context of your activity.

Response and need to coordinate work
No consensus has yet been reached in WG1 on J.190 or on any of the above mentioned comments on this topic.  It is clear, however, that your work and ours are closely related and overlapping, and that we need more information and more time to fully understand and properly consider this matter.  Likewise we urge SG9 to review our work and our Secretary, Mr. Schoechle, will be pleased to provide you with the relevant documents.  Furthermore, cooperation beyond exchange of documents would benefit both groups and foster the home systems industries.

Recommendation
WG1 is keenly interested in this subject.

WG1 has been proceeding for over a decade to develop technical reports and standards related to home networks, product interoperability and residential gateways.  WG1 is committed to the principle that it is in the interests of manufacturers, service providers and consumers to establish standards that provide general solutions and platforms that accommodate: 1) broadband access and services over other a variety of media, and 2) a diversity of home electronic products, services, technologies and standards.

We look forward to a further exchange of information, and hopefully, to a greater coordination of efforts between the ITU-T and ISO/IEC JTC1 in this closely inter-related work on residential network and gateway standards.
