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Yamamoto proposed “Multi international standard strategy” document at Las Vegas WG1 meeting in 1992.  At that time also the world had many home bus regional standards.  The proposal was rejected because, at that time, the world wanted a uni-standard.  Mid 1990’s we tried to agree on a uni-standard.  The trial was failed.  After mid 1990’s we faced a new home network era again.  

We should accept the practical realities that there are many regional home network specifications in the world.  Before all discussion of WG 1, we have to discuss our strategy of how shall we promote the development of international standards.

At present, if we select one single home network specification as an international standard, it will cause huge confusion to regional consumers and manufactures.

So, we have to treat all home network specifications equally at present.

We need to make standards that fit a common structure: RG Part 1, Part 2, Interoperability, Security, and so forth—and treat the rest of each home network specification as technical reports and/or profile standards.  The market relevance of International Standards is important for accepting differences between regions.
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
